LOCAL MANAGEMENT

RULES

1. Catchment Information

The Emu Creek flows into Sheepwash Creek at
Strathfieldsaye and encompasses an area of around 49

kmZ2. Annual average catchment flow is approximately
1780 ML/yr. The Emu Creek catchment is
predominantly cleared along the creek valley and
supports dryland farming and rural residential
properties. The forested area in the western region of
the catchment is covered by the Greater Bendigo
National Park.

The catchment is bound to the west by the Loddon
River catchment and the east by the Axe Creek
catchment. The main townships within the catchment
are Sedgwick and Strathfieldsaye.

2. Management of Licences

Restriction Triggers for each stage of restriction.
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3. Compliance Point

The creek is visually monitored to 3ML/day at the
Strathfieldsaye Road, upstream of the junction with
Sheepwash Creek.
